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“We are fortunate that Bill’s retirement from Merrill Lynch coincided with the early
stages of ISE’s development,” said Richard Pombonyo, Vice President, Marketing.

ISE will be the world’s first options marketplace combining electronic trading with
auction market principles. Upon approval by the Securities and Exchange Commission, ISE will
become the first new registered U.S. securities exchange in 25 years. ISE plans to list options on
600 of the most widely owned stocks.
